Driving Instructions – per Google Maps: 
 
South from Austin on IH-35:  Take exit 174-B onto frontage road, .6 miles to 
left turn onto Schertz Parkway (overpass), travel 2.4 miles east on Schertz 
Parkway (cross railroad tracks), the Civic Center complex is on the left, 
turn into drive for Bldg 5…look for conference poster.   
 
North from San Antonio on IH-35:  Take exit 174-B into the frontage road, .2 
miles to right turn onto Schertz Parkway, travel 2.4 miles east on Schertz 
Parkway (cross railroad tracks), the Civic Center complex is on the left, 
turn into drive for Bldg 5…look for conference poster.   
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
